  As you enter the Memory Garden in Warren and cross the bridge over a dry stream bed, there is space bordered by large overhanging tree branches to the left of the pathway.  The Warren and District Lions Club has offered this space at no cost for the development of a Manitoba Lions Memorial.
  In return the Warren Lions will administer the project which includes: overseeing the site construction; the sale, purchase and installation of the 4x4 inch stainless steel engraved memorial plaques at $100 each to be purchased by Lions clubs or individuals in memory of deceased Lions members; and the general maintenance of the area – cleanliness, grass cutting, and flower, shrub and tree care.

MANITOBA LIONS MEMORIAL
  The mission statement of Lions Clubs International is: “To create and foster a spirit of understanding among all people for humanitarian needs by providing voluntary services through community involvement and international cooperation.” 

  Lions Clubs International began as the dream of a Chicago businessman, Melvin Jones, who believed in the betterment of  the community and world at large.  Following its formation in 1917, it became international when Windsor, Ontario Lions joined in 1920.  It was followed by clubs throughout the world  and today it is the world’s largest service club. 
  Manitoba’s first clubs were from Winnipeg in 1921 and  Portage La Prairie in 1938.  They were soon followed by other clubs throughout the province.  The benefits of Lions clubs are evident in their communities.
  Their members, men and women volunteers, have followed their motto “We Serve”  and can be recognized as “Pillars of Their Communities”.

  It is in memory of our Lions, for  the services provided, that this Manitoba Lions Memorial has been developed.

PROPOSAL
  The proposal, for the site illustrated to the right, calls for five pillars each 54 inches high which would include thirty-six 4 by 4 inch stainless steel engraved memory plaques per side; optional connecting benches 48 by 20 inches; and one 48 inch high information stand.  These would sit on an interlocking brick base of 340 square feet, surrounded by 75 feet of 4 by 6 inch curbing. 
  The granite plaque (16 x 20 inches) for the stand, and the metal sign for the top  (cover page) indicating the memorial for Manitoba Lions, would complete the design.

  There is adjoining space if required.

CHARITY FUNDRAISER
  Annually, the proceeds received from the first ten sales of $100 each, after purchasing the plaques, would be retained by the Warren Lions to help cover expenses; and thereafter, a donation of $25 per plaque would be donated to the Lions Foundation of Manitoba and NorthWest Ontario – Medical Assistance Fund.

PILLARS OF OUR COMMUNITIES
  The Manitoba Lions are “Pillars of Our Communities”.  Let us support this project – the development of a memorial for Manitoba Lions.

CONSTRUCTION COSTS

  Financial support is requested from Manitoba Lions clubs for the construction of the Lions Memorial.

  1.  With a $100 donation towards the construction costs, a club obtains one 4 by 4 inch stainless steel engraved memory plaque.  Additional plaques may be purchased at $100 each.
   2.  Lions clubs and/or individuals may wish to sponsor an item in the memorial area – pillar, bench, information stand, granite plaque, the memorial sign.
  3.  Donations may be made towards construction of the interlocking brick base, curbing, or one of the above noted items.  For each donation of $50 or more the donor’s name (club or individual) will be included on the Donors List to be engraved on a stainless steel plaque attached to the information stand.
  Tax receipts for donations will be provided upon request.

  This memorial can be completed and ready for the installation of the 4 by 4 inch stainless steel engraved memorial plates for a cost of about $8,000.
